1. REPORTONTHE FINANCIALSTATEMENTS AS ASTATUTORY AUDITOR

We have audited the accompanying financial statements of THE PUNE DISTRICT CENTRAL CO-
OPERATIVE BANK LIMITED, PUNE ("The Bank), which comprise the Balance Sheet as at 31st
March 2023, the Statement of Profit and Loss and the Cash Flow Statement for the year ended
31st March 2023, and other explanatory information. The returns of 295 Branches (including 4
Extension counters) are incorporated in these financial statements.

2. MANAGEMENT'S RESPONSIBILITY FOR THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

Management is responsible for the preparation of these financial statements that give a true and
fair view of the financial position, financial performance and cash flow of the Bank in accordance
with the Maharashtra Co-operative Societies Act, 1960, Banking Regulation Act, 1949 (A.A.C.S.)
and guidelines issued by Reserve Bank of India, National Bank for Agricultural and Rural
Development and Registrar of Co-operative Societies, Maharashtra (as applicable) and generally
accepted accounting principles in India, so far as applicable to the Bank. This responsibility
includes the design, implementation and maintenance of internal control relevant to the
preparation and presentation of the financial statements that give a true and fair view and are
free from material misstatements, whether due to fraud or error.

3. AUDITOR'S RESPONSIBILITY
Our responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial statements based on our audit. We
conducted our audit in accordance with the applicable Standards of Auditing issued by The
Institute of Chartered Accountants of India. Those Standards require that we comply with ethical
requirements and plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about whether
the financial statements are free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error.
An audit involves performing procedures to obtain audit evidence about the amounts and
disclosures in the financial statements. The procedures selected depend on the auditor's
judgment, including the assessment of the risks of material misstatement of the financial
statements, whether due to fraud or error. In making those risk assessments, the auditor
considers internal control relevant to the Banks Preparation and fair presentation of the
financial statements in order to design audit procedures that are appropriate in the
Circumstances, but not for the purpose of expressing an opinion on effectiveness of the
Bank's internal control. An audit also includes effectiveness of the appropriateness of
accounting policies used and the reasonableness of the accounting estimates made by
management, as well as evaluating the overall presentation of the financial statements.

We believe that the audit evidence we have obtained is sufficient and
appropriate to provide a basis for our qualified audit opinion.

Basis for Qualified Opinion Paragraph, give a true and fair view in conformity with the accounting
principles generally accepted in India:
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(a) in the case of the Balance Sheet, of the state of affairs of the Bank as at 31st March, 2023;
(b) in the case of the Statement of Profit and Loss, of the Profit for the year ended on that date.

(c) in the case of the Cash Flow Statement, of the Cash Flows for the year ended on that date.

/2022-23 February 20, 2023. This is the first year of making presentations & disclosures for the Bank.

SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

1. Overview:

Pune District Central Co-op. Bank Ltd., Pune (“The Bank”)was established on 04.09.1917. The bankis
a cooperative bank having 294 branches including extension counters in Pune District as on 31st
March 2023.

2. Basisof Preparation:

The financial Statements of the Bank have been prepared on going concern basis and presented
under historical cost convention on accrual basis of accounting, unless otherwise stated, and in
accordance with generally accepted accounting principle in India. The Bank has prepared these
financial statements to comply in all material respects with the accounting standards issued by the
Institute of Chartered Accountants of India (ICAIl) to the extent applicable, applicable statutory
provisions under the Banking Regulation Act, 1949 and the Maharashtra State Co-operative Societies
Act, 1960. Circulars and guidelines issued by the Reserve Bank of India (RBI) & National Bank of
Agriculture& Rural Development, from time to time and current practices prevalent in the co-
operative banking sector in India. The accounting policies adopted in the current year are consistent
with those of previous year except otherwise specified.

3. UseofEstimates:

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with generally accepted accounting principles
requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of
assets and liabilities, revenue and expenses and disclosure of contingent liabilities at the end of the
reporting period. Although these estimates are based on management’s best knowledge of current
events and actions uncertainty about these assumptions and estimates could result in outcomes
requiring a material adjustment to the carrying amounts of assets or liabilities in the future period.
Management believes that the estimates used in the preparation of the financial statements are
prudentandreasonable.

4. Advances:

a. The classification of advances into Standard, Sub-Standard, Doubtful and Loss assets as well as
provisioning on Standard Advances and Non-performing Advances has been arrived in accordance
with the Income Recognition, Assets Classification and Provisioning Norms prescribed by the Reserve
Bank of India from time to time.
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b. Theunrealizedinterestin respect of advances classified as Non-Performing Advances is disclosed
as “Overdue Interest Reserve and also Overdue Interest Receivable”.

c. Inaddition, ageneral provisionis made onthe following categories of Standard Assets as per RBI
guidelines, asunder:

e. Unsecuredadvancesinclude/sthe advances which are not secured by any tangible security.

5. Revenue Recognition-(AS-9):

Items of income and expenditure are accounted on accrual basis except for the

following: -

a. AsperRBldirectives,inrespecttoaccounts classified as Standard, interest and otherincome is
recognized on accrual basisincome from Non-Performing Assets is recognized on realization
basisand also the Interest on Agricultural Loans and Advances is recognized on actual recovery
basis. Unrealized interest on non-performing advancesis provided separately and is shown
under Interest Receivable on non-performing advances and as Overdue Interest Reserve on
assetsside and liabilities side respectively.

b. Intereston Matured Depositsis provided at rate applicable to Savings Accounts, i.e.3%p.a.

Actualinterest payable is accounted at the time of payment and /or renewal of matured Deposits

as perthe policy of the bank prevailing at that time.

Locker Rentis recognized on receipt basis to the extent receivable for the current year.

Dividend on Investmentin shares is accounted on receipt basis.

Commission is recognized asincome on receipt basis.

Interest subvention receivable from Govt. is recognized on accrual basis.

Investments are accounted for in accordance with the extant RBI guidelines oninvestment
classification and valuation as given below.

a. Thetransactionsin Government Securities are recorded on “Settlement Date”. Investments other
than Government Securities are recorded on “Trade Date”. Presently Investments are classified
into two categories, viz. Held to Maturity (HTM), Available for Sale (AFS) in accordance with Reserve

Bank of India(RBI) guidelines on Classification and Valuation of Investments for Cooperative Banks.

b. Forthe Purpose of disclosure inthe Balance Sheet, Investments have been classified under
following group as-

I. Central & State Government Securities& Treasury Bills

Il. Sharesof Maharashtra State Co-op Bank Ltd., IIFCO

c. Investmentindeposits with other banksisshown under “balances with other bank and balance
in FD with other Bank” in Balance Sheet.

d. Investmentsunder HTM category are carried at acquisition cost. The Premium paid, if any, on the
investments under this category is amortized over the residual life of the security as per
guidelines of RBl and policy adopted by Bank.

e. Investmentsunder AFS category are marked to market on the basis of guidelines by the RBI. Net
depreciationifany, under each classification is provided for. Net appreciation, if any, isignored
whereas during the FY 2022-23 there was no depreciation required to be provided for G-Sec
under the AFS category.

f. Incaseofshares, bonds & otherinvestments, the scrip-wise appreciationisignored. Market
value of government securities (excluding treasury bills) is determined on the basis of the prices
periodically declared by FBIL. Net depreciation in aggregate for each category, if any, is charged to
Profitand Loss Account. Net appreciationif any, isignored.

g. Interestaccrued up tothe date of acquisition of securities (i.e. broken period interest) is excluded
fromthe acquisition cost and recognized as interest expense being revenue item.

h. Broken periodinterest oninvestmentsistreated asarevenueitem.

i. Theinvestmentsareaccountedforonthesettlement date.

j. Whiledisposing of the securities bank normally follows FIFO method.

k. Thebankhasbuiltup a higher percentage of Investment Fluctuation Reserve (IFR) thanis
required considering size & composition of AFS portfolio of investment.

I. Therewasnodepreciation onthe Securities under AFS category as the aggregate market value of
securities under AFS category was higher than book value.

7. Property, Plant & Equipment(AS-10)

a. Fixed Assets, otherthanthosethat have beenrevalued are carried at historical cost less
amortization /depreciation, accumulated thereon. Cost comprises of purchase price, including
non—refundable taxes and any directly attributable cost of bringing the asset to its working
condition forintended use. Any trade discount, rebates are deducted in arriving at purchase
price.

b. Revaluedassets (Premises-Land& Building) are carried at revalued amounts less amortization

/depreciation accumulated thereon. Surplus arising out of revaluation is reflected under

Revaluation Reserve inthe Balance Sheet.

9. Employees Retirement Benefits —(AS-15)
Contribution to Provident and Other Funds which are in the nature of Defined Contribution Plan are
charged to Profitand Loss account. The employer & employee contribution is transferred to P.F.
Commissioner.
The Bank has made the provision required as per AS-15 in respect of terminal dues payable to the
employees, as per details given below:-
The Employees Gratuity Fund Scheme and Long Term Compensated Absences (Leave Encasement)
are defined benefit plans and defined benefit obligation with reimbursement rights respectively.
The present value of the obligation under such a defined benefit planis determined based on the
actuarial valuation using the projected unit credit method as at the date of Balance Sheet.
In case of Long Term Compensated Absences (Leave Encashment), the LIC, HDFC & Aditya Birla
S.I.C.L. fund being defined obligation with reimbursement rights are shown separately as liability
and assetonthe Balance Sheet.
Additional provision required for Leave Encashment as per actuarial valuation amounts to
Rs.4,60,00,000/-and the same has been made in the books of accounts. It is proposed to
segregate these amounts and transfer the same to respective trusts.
10. Segment Reporting—(As-17):
a. Thebank’soperatingbusinesses are organized and managed separately according to the nature of
the services provided, with each segment representing a different business unit.
b. Incomeandexpensesinrelationtothe segmentsare categorized based on the itemsthatare
individually identifiable to the segments.
c. TheBankhasidentified 2 segmentsi.e.
I.  Treasury—Itincludesallinvestments and money at call.
[I. OtherBanking—itincludesall other operations not covered under Treasury Operations.
d. Asfarasgeographical segmentsare concerned, the Bank’s area of operationsis restricted
to Pune District only. As such, thereis only one geographical segment.
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11. Taxon Income- (As-22)

The Bank is yet to account for deferred tax assets/liabilities, whereas bank has made the provision for
Income Tax.

12. Provision and Contingent liabilities- (As-29):

A provision is recognized when bank has a present obligation as a result of past event where it is
probable that an outflow of resources will be required to settle the obligations, in respect of which reliable
estimates can be made. Provisions are not discounted to their present value and are determined based on
best estimate required to settle the obligations at the Balance Sheet date. These are reviewed at each
Balance Sheet date and adjusted to reflect the current best estimates.

13. Accounting of Goods and services Tax:

a) Itisherebyclarified thatthe GSTisimplemented w.e.f. 1stJuly 2017. Accordingly, GST Collected is

accountedin GST on Income Account and GST Paid to Vendor is accounted as Expenses Account.

b) Outof GSTon Expenses Account, eligible Input Tax Credit availed as Set off. In case of eligible input

Tax Credit remains unutilized, the sameis carried forwarded and set off subsequently. The ITC on
expenses whichis not allowed as set off per GST Laws are expensed out.

c) Incase offixed assets, though the Inputs Tax Credit of GST is available, we as PDCC BANK is not

taking the benefit of the same and converting the same is capitalized as an asset.
14. Lease transactions

Lease payments for assets taken on operating lease are recognized as an expense in the profit
and loss account over the lease term on straight line basis.
